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Many times each year, members of the Autism Society of Greater Madison take the time to attend conferences and events in
order to contribute to the dialog on inclusion of people affected with autism. Sometime we are the educators, other times we are
participants or perform advocacy, and often we develop new relationships and resources through these efforts.

Recently the Autism Society of Greater Madison was invited to attend a discussion on the New Madison Children’s Museum.
This was an opportunity to inform and educate the museum staff and director on our experiences with children with autism in the
public space and how the children’s museum may be designed or adapted in ways to facilitate greater inclusion of children with spe-
cial needs and Autism. Along with representative from Mind Matters and The Angel Network, ASGM Board Members Nancy Alar
and Julia Bresette exchanged ideas and information with Madison Children’s Museum Staff, and Director Ruth Shelly.

This meeting was a great step forward in developing ideas to better consider the behavior and sensory needs of children with
Autism Spectrum Disorder. “We felt the conversation was invaluable not only to our planning for the new building, but also our cur-
rent operations”, said Director Shelly.

Nancy and Julia took the time to inform the staff on several core aspects of autism in children, including regulation and sensory
deficits. Director Shelly bounced several ideas off the group regarding practices at other children's museums throughout the country,
and one really felt as though she welcomed new ideas openly and was prepared to consider a wider breadth of options for the design
and implementation of the New Madison's Children's Museum.

“We hope that Madison Children's Museum can be a leader in serving children with special needs”, explained Director Shelly
“and plan to share this information with our fellow public institutions, so that the city as a whole can be more aware and responsive.
Please know how much we appreciated the opportunity to hear from you firsthand, and how grateful we are for the practical, positive
solutions within our grasp.”

The location of the Madison Children’s Museum is at 100 State Street, the museum will move to 100 N. Hamilton after a
lengthy building and renovation process and open its new building in 2010 with over three times the space of it’s current exhibits. As
a group, we generated many ideas for the new museum and Director Shelly welcomes many more. There will be a comment period
and voting on new exhibits during the fall election cycle. The Madison Children’s Museum hopes to encourage child and parent en-
gagement in the development of the new museum.

The Madison Children’s Museum offers annual and reduced memberships, for families with financial strain, illness or disabili-
ties as a part of their mission for equality and diversity.* As an ASGM member I feel this encourages greater inclusion and participa-
tion in our community as well. An annual membership affords shorter and more frequent visits without a financial penalty. A child
can take the time to make brief visits and gain comfort instead of trying to see all the museum has to offer in a single day. More in-
formation is available on the Madison Children’s Museum website, www.madisonchildrensmuseum.org. If you have concerns about
noise or crowds, the museum staff suggest you call for information on their less busy times, as they have times set aside when large
groups are not permitted. E

ASW 2008 Conference—Revisited!

N sw I had the pleasure of attending the ASW Conference in Green Bay this year in a different capacity than | had in the past. |
am a parent of a 5 year old with autism and have benefited greatly before from the variety of workshops and seminars this
conference has offered. This year, | went representing our local chapter and met many parents, professionals, Autism Society mem-
bers from the various chapters around the state and talked with several people on the Spectrum of varying ages. It was fascinating to
have all of these people all in one place being able to share stories, give each other advice, and recommend organizations to talk to
that either were at the conference or were not.

This year there was a new category of break out sessions called, "Across the Lifespan,” which are aimed at issues pertaining to
adults with autism. 1 attended Judy Endow's session about ways to diffuse the stages to a meltdown by identifying ones own sensory
needs and putting into practice sensory exercises throughout the day so as not to reach these heightened states. Like so many of the
speakers at this conference, Judy presented a wealth of information that was applicable and easy to understand. | left feeling like I
had a new strategy to prepare my child for his world.

Every year ASGM purchases $500 worth of resources that are donated to the Madison Public Library and will go into circula-
tion in the SW Wisconsin area. Typically we have purchased them from the Autism Shop who runs a "store" at the confer-
ence. They are a nonprofit and after their costs, all proceeds are used for autism research and support as well as community out-
reach. We have chosen to stretch our dollar this year and purchase half of our allotted amount from the Autism Shop and half from
Amazon.com. If you missed the conference and need some information, be sure to look for the many resources our library system
has on hand. For us here in Southern Wisconsin, we are lucky in that next year the conference will take place at the Kalahari Resort
in the Wisconsin Dells. If you have never attended a conference before, | highly recommend going to one as it truly rejuvenates you
and presents a wealth of opportunities to meet wonderful people that we may find it difficult to connect with in our everyday lives.

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Practical and easy to implement, the at-home program outlined in Play to Talk by Dr. Pam Stoika and Dr. James
Macdonald is a great way to start helping children with autism and delayed language build relationships and
increase communication. This timely book should be one of the first read by those who want to start therapeutic
intervention that parents and caregivers can provide on their own and/or as a supplement to other therapies at home and
in the community. Ideally, this step-by-step program would be part of a multi-pronged approach of intervention to
help your child learn to communicate in ways that are more conventional and understood. The main stated goal in this
book is to become “Communicating Partners.” As communicating partners, a parent (caregiver and/or teacher) and a
child build a relationship in which there is natural, reciprocal conversation (both verbal and non-verbal) that increases
and improves over time. One key to this approach is that it is integrated into ordinary, everyday life and takes advan-
tage of teachable moments rather than structured lesson plans.

Currently in Wisconsin there is a long waiting list for state funding for intensive in-home therapies. Play to Talk is
a guide that can help parents and caregivers develop an in-home program that can bridge the gap in service funding
availability and can be the basis for on-going therapeutic intervention that is family-centered and directed.

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“Tips to Help Create An Inclusive School”

In early March 2008, Madison Partners for Inclusive Education co-sponsored IEP trainings in Madison.
This group dialog produced a variety of ideas and suggestions for parents, students and educators to contribute to
the goal of more inclusive schools. These concepts are facilitated through the IEP, Individualized Education Plan,
and are segmented in four parts, Communicating a Vision, Translating Your Vision to the IEP, Connecting Kids

to Each Other and Building Community Within a School.

Communicating a Vision:

How to define what we may want — next year & big picture —

for our children with disabilities.

e Consider making a short home made video talking about
who our child is

Consider developing a child portfolio

Spend time thinking about your long term/big picture
Put your expectations "out there" with staff

Know your "non-negotiables"

Talk with others who know your child

Weigh risks vs. opportunities

If independence is a value, say that!

Consider your child's interests — build on that
The school team may only focus one year at a time — you
bring them the big picture vision.

Translating Your Vision to the IEP:
How do you take your vision and build steps
into the IEP process to get you closer.

e Two parents shared valuable resources - http://
www.biggerboat4iep.com and http://www.unco.edu/ncssd/
resources/popup.shtml

e Find allies within the school who know your child well
and can help communicate the vision

e  Consider child participation in the meeting (3 things I'm
good at; 3 things | want to learn; who are my friends?; what
helps me learn?)

e  Share child portfolio or video with team
e  Put family's long term vision in the present level

e Break vision into smaller steps (2™ grade focus toward
independence may be choice-making; high school focus may
be navigating the building.)

e Have candid conversation about potential concerns

e If team has concerns, break vision into smaller steps.
Make specific plan to review at later date.

e Foreshadow your expectations with the team

e Be the resource you need to be (offer help and ideas, do
legwork if you can.)

e Empower the SEA or other important staff person who
"gets" your vision to be included in the IEP meeting

e Know that you can ask for an IEP meeting at any time

e Plan for transition times (transition to new grade/school)
S0 you are communicating your vision to the right people

e Write dates for follow-up meetings into the IEP

e Host a birthday party

e Listen to/watch what other kids are doing — build on
natural connections

e Build on child's natural interests — get them involved in
